
Ronald Tree Nursery School 

Parental Questionnaire Feedback Report 2019-2020 Academic Year  

Due to the limited attendance of children in the summer term because of Covid 19 the questionnaire was issued to 25 families only. 12 questionnaires (48%) were returned. This is the highest return rate we have ever had. 

The questionnaire asked parents to consider 9 statements relating to their perceptions of their own and their child’s experiences of Ronald Tree Nursery School and rate them on a five point range from Strongly Agree to Strongly Disagree. 

These statements were taken from the Ofsted Parent View questionnaire to parents. The questionnaire also asked if parents would recommend the school to other parents and asked for any further comments and suggestions. 

Statements 

1. My Child is happy at this school; 11 respondents ‘strongly agreed’ (92%) and one parent ‘agreed’ (8%). 

2. My child feels safe at this school: 11 parents ‘strongly agreed’ (92%) and one parent ‘agreed’ (8%). 

3. My child makes good progress at this school: 11 parents ‘strongly agreed’ (92%) and one parent ‘agreed’ (8%). 

4. My child is well looked after at this school: 10 parents ‘strongly agreed’ (83%) and two parents ‘agreed’ (17%). 

5. This school makes sure its pupils are well behaved: Eight parents ‘strongly agreed’ (67%) and four parents ‘agreed’ (33%). 

6. This school is well led and managed: 11 parents ‘strongly agreed’ (92%) and one parent ‘agreed’ (8%). 

7. This school responds well to any concerns I raise: 10 parents ‘strongly agreed’ (83%) and two parents ‘agreed’ (17%). 

8. I receive valuable information from the school about my child’s progress: 11 parents ‘strongly agreed’ (92%) and one parent ‘agreed’ (8%). 

9. I like using Tapestry (online learning journey): 10 parents ‘strongly agreed’ (83%) and two parents ‘agreed’ (17%). 

 

 

Statement Feedback Analysis 

All respondents agreed or strongly agreed with all nine statements.  

This year we only received forms back from parents with children in Year N2; there were only a very limited number of N1 children attending in the Summer Term (ie children of key workers or those who were vulnerable).  

Recommendation of Ronald Tree Nursery School:  100% of respondents said they would recommend the nursery to another parent.

Parents were invited to leave further comments or suggestions. 9 parents did so (75%). Without exception these comments thanked the nursery staff for the high quality of provision their children had experienced at Ronald
